Dear Parent/Guardian

Later in the year, students in your child’s Math class will be using a Texas Instruments calculator.  The school has purchased enough calculators to allow your child to check one out on a temporary basis.  I wanted to make you aware that if your child takes one of these calculators and uses it, then it becomes his/her responsibility.  If the calculator is lost, stolen, or broken then it will be your responsibility to either buy an identical calculator, or provide the school with the replacement cost (at this point in time, that replacement cost is approximately $100.00).

I wanted to make you aware that the Mathematics class in which your child is enrolled CAN BE COMPLETED without the use of a calculator, however, this will be the same calculator your child will be able to use in the testing program from the State of Texas, called TAKS so it may be of benefit to use one during the year and become familiar with its operation.

Students who do not check out a calculator will have one of these to use in the classroom if available, but if the homework is not completed during class, the student will still be required to complete the assignment.  I encourage the students to purchase their own, but I know this is a costly item.  If you have any questions, please feel free to call me at the High School.

Most calculators have batteries when they are issued.  If batteries need replacing during the school term, the student is expected to handle this cost.  I will not have batteries for these calculators.  4-AAA batteries are required.
